Extension Task 1

Extension Task 2

COPY the unchanged “before” image into PAINT using right hand click and then >EDIT and >PASTE 

(PAINT can be found in ACCESSORIES, accessed through the START menu). 

OPEN your saved TEXTEASE document showing your plan for the school grounds.

Using the tools provided in PAINT create a manipulated image to show what you think the school grounds would really look like.

Tips: use the SELECT and FREE FORM select tools to copy (but NOT cut!) similar areas from the school grounds and surrounding areas.

If you can’t find a similar object eg an area of paving, go to GIS2 enter DY3 1BP and from there navigate around our local area in order to find what you need. Then right hand click and copy the aerial image into another PAINT document. Then you can copy or cut and paste from the second PAINT document into your image. You can use the PICK COLOUR and AIRBRUSH TOOL to add your own detail or remove harsh edges.
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
